
These family units without parents are especially 
vulnerable, and an alarming number of children 
are becoming homeless. It is estimated that 
some 100,000 are living in the streets of its   
capital, Lusaka, giving Zambia the highest per 
capita number of street children in the world.  
Once committed to the streets, a childôs chance 
of ever escaping a life of desperation is slim.  
  

Breath of Heaven Childrenôs Ministries is 

dedicated to helping meet the needs of the 
growing orphan population in Zambia. Serving 

orphans is part of our biblical commission, as 
stated in James 1:27, ñReligion that God our   

Father accepts as pure and faultless is this:  to 

look after orphansé in their distress.ò 
  

Our vision is to develop a childrenôs village on 10 
acres we purchased in Barostone, just outside of 

Lusaka.  The village will include a community 
school, clinic, church and twelve homes, provid-

ing a setting that replicates the surrounding  

community familiar to the children.  Our purpose 
is to invest in the emotional, physical and     

spiritual growth of each child.  It is our belief that 
we can make a difference in our time by bringing 

hope to these childrenôs future. 

Sub Sahara Africa faces an on-going humanitar-
ian crisis due to the HIV/AIDS pandemic, malaria, 
and drought. AIDS alone has taken more than 20 
million lives and some 15 million children have 
been orphaned. 

In ñ Urgent Action for Children on the Brink,ò 
Carol Bellang, executive Director of Unicef, 
stated:

Zambia has been particularly hard hit. More than 
45% of the overall population is under 15 and the 
average life expectancy is 35.  AIDS has left 
nearly 1 million children without one or both par-
ents, resulting in many households headed by 
children.
