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We need to raise $15,000 

to complete the project.  

So, what is òaquaponics?ó Aquaponics 

is the combination of aquaculture and 

hydroponics; it is a process by which  

fish and plants are grown together in 

one integrated, soilless system. The 

fish waste provides a food source for 

the plants and the plants, in turn,  

provide a natural filter for the water 

in which the fish live. Aquaponics 

produces safe, fresh, organic fish and 

vegetables. When this process is 

combined with a control led - 

environment greenhouse, premium 

quality crops can be grown on a year -

round basis, anywhere in the world. 

Aquaponics can be used to 

sustainably raise fresh fish and 

vegetables for a family, to feed a 

village or to generate a profit in a 

commercial farming venture.  

 

We heard about a number of missions 

groups developing these projects for 

their missionaries and orphanages. 

We are looking into a design that will 

include a tilapia fish pond and a 

green house that can produce 30,000 

pounds of tilapia and fresh produce 

on an annual basis. This will allow us 

to provide much -needed protein for 

our orphans as well as the 

opportunity to learn a trade for the 

future when they leave the Village.  

This project could potentially aid the 

Village in becoming self -sufficient.  

 

We need to raise $15,000 to 

complete the project.  We ask you to 

consider partnering with us to make 

the tilapia farm a reality. Whatever 

you are able to give is greatly 

appreciated.
