Good News for Future Construction

n our trip to Lusaka in February we checked on the status

of the construction project and met with a group from the

United State who were there to demonstrate how to make

compressed earth block. One of the men, Jim Hallock,
had been a consultant to the Loreto Bay Project in Loreto, Mexico
which is using compressed block to build an 8,000 acre resort. The
blocks are made out of a mixture of clay and lime. The machines to
make the block can be operated manually or with a generator. The
manual machine costs $4,000, and the generator operated machine
costs about $15,000.

The exciting thing is that the compressed earth block would cut our
construction cost by forty percent. Each home would cost about
$18,000 instead of $30,000! Please pray with us for the money
needed to purchase the necessary machines to do the construction.
